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GROUNDS FOR HEALTH is a Vermont based, non-
profit, international organization with the important focus of pre-
venting cervical cancer in rural agricultural regions of developing 
countries where medical services are very limited.    

Cervical cancer is one of the easiest cancers to detect, treat and cure 
if caught early.  In developing countries, cervical cancer kills more 
women than any other cancer.  

If every woman were screened just once in their lifetime, global cer-
vical cancer rates would drop by 30%.   If screened twice, rates 
would drop by 60%. 

Since 2009, Susan Hollinger, has participated with GFH, 
traveling to Latin America, Ethiopia and Kenya.   In her 
current role she works as clinical consultant providing 
hands-on training, quality assurance and ongoing men-
toring to doctors, nurses and midwives.    

Once back home, GFH continues their support remotely 
and utilizes photographs to assist the clinicians with di-
agnosing patients.    High quality photos are critical in 
this remote monitoring situation.     GFH had an urgent 
need for high quality phones for their 6 lead clinicians.    
The phones will be dedicated to their GFG work.

Why Small Groups 

 Iôve just returned from our Monday Small Groups meeting feeling full of 
 questions, thoughts, fellowship, and faith.  Itôs a great feeling.  I was first 
 introduced to the concept of Small Groups from a friend whose Baltimore 
 churchôs congregation was ten times that of KCPC.  It made sense to me 
 that such a large church would carve out weekly spaces where folks could 
discuss the topic of the week.  Theirs is a structured program in which a theme is chosen 
for a multipart series and built around that, the pastor preaches from the pulpit, folks are 
provided a weekly 15-minute video with thoughts and questions are presented in a mini 
sermon or discussion. Then, with the help of a leaderôs guide, a small group gathers usual-
ly in someoneôs home, or other available and convenient space, to discuss, to listen, to 
share, to communicate.  That is one model.  In the months to come Iôll be writing about 
Small Groups in hopes that in the fall, KCPC will have more than one small group. 

The current Small Group meets Mondays, 11:30 ï 12:30ish. Our next study will begin 
Easter Monday, studying the book Jesus Through the Eyes of Women.  We welcome you 
to join us.
