 ñ- - - you should wash one anotherôs feet.ò John 13:14 
 

The cover of the March-April issue of the devotional guide Upper Room, caught my eye immediately. It was a 
simple but powerful painting, depicting the outline of Christôs face with a bit of his hair falling off a shoulder. But 
the real óeye catcherô was his hands. One held a foot while the other was cupped with water spilling over the held 
foot. As one studies the picture, aptly titled Humility, by Lance Brown, one can almost hear the water falling from 
this hand. A bright light, from behind Christôs head, provides the illumination for the scene. 
 
As I studied the picture, I saw that the held foot was large and muscular. Then it dawned on me ï it was how it 
must have been as Christ washed the feet of his beloved disciples. From the 13th chapter of John, we read that this 
was not simply a health issue. It was Christôs way of laying the groundwork for lessons He wanted the disciples to 
think about and do! Not only was humility portrayed, but love, forgiveness and so much more. 
 
This picture reminded me of a youth retreat attended by our kids at the church we belonged to at the time. One of 
our sons joined the others to wash the feet of those who agreed to the plan. I was one of those folks ï how mean-
ingful it was to have your son wash your feet and be serious about it. It is an event we both recall with joy and a 
memory we cherish. 
 
Just as Christ wanted the disciples to learn from this experience, we too must forgive and love those who are in our 
life, and whom we encounter.  
 
Dear friends, enjoy the new Springtime, be happy and wash someoneôs feet, even if itôs your own. Is Christ calling 
you to be humble and forgiving today?
