Quick update on the 
status of our annual 
Pledge Campaign. 
October 23rd was Pledge Sunday, as you may 
recall from the letter we sent in late September, 
as well as comments made by Pastor Kurt during 
recent Services, and I’d like to briefly share 
some data.     

I’ll throw out a couple of numbers. We currently 
have 47 pledges for next year, totaling just under 
$224,000.  Two other numbers to keep in mind, 
however: 290 & 80.  Our pledge goal is 
$290,000, and we hope to receive 80 pledges, 
compared to 73 last year.  While we’re off to a 
solid start, having received 77% of our financial 
target, we definitely have some heavy lifting to 
do in the weeks ahead to reach our goals.   

At KCPC we like to talk about giving back to 
the Church, through our time, our talents and - 
no surprise - our financial support.  The funds 
that go into our annual budget allow us to do so 
many things, and this past year has been no ex-
ception, despite all the Covid restrictions. 

We encourage you to make a commitment for 
next year and - needless to say - we sincerely 
thank all of you who have already done so.  
Without your loyal support, KCPC would not be 
the special place that we all have come to know 
and love.
